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best nose out there and she is highly
intelligent.  I spent two weeks in Texas
bonding with her and learning the basics of
working with her.  I brought her home and
once we have completed our rounds, I
continue to train with her every day .” 

Sgt. Jody Britt assists Deputy
Munson with the training and has built
Baxy a confidence course to enhance her
detection skills.  Sgt. Britt was a canine
instructor during his time in the U.S. Air
Force and helped update our canine policy
to include necessary certification and
training requirements.  Baxy and Deputy
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MEET Our NEw FriENd BAXY!
Munson are assigned to the David L. Moss
Correctional Facility, where they patrol all
areas common to the public and inmate
work crews.  Baxy searches for ‘drops’ left
by members of the public for inmates to
smuggle in to the facility. Baxy is also
available as a search tool for the secured
areas when the DLM Investigations Unit
receives intelligence on the presence of
contraband.  Since coming to our office,
Baxy has already found numerous
amounts of contraband such as tobacco,
rolling papers, and marijuana – all meant
for the work crews.

Deputy Miranda Munson has a new
friend and co-worker.  Baxy is a three-

year old Belgian Malinois, which our office
obtained from Worldwide Canine, Inc., out
of Spring Branch, Texas. Baxy was
originally from another agency, whose K-9
program was disbanded, and is featured on
the wall of fame on the Worldwide Canine
website. “After Baxy was sold back to
Worldwide Canine, we approached
Worldwide asking for an intelligent dog
that would be capable of detecting tobacco
and cell phone scents, as well as the usual
narcotics,” states Deputy Munson.  “They
paired me with Baxy because she had the

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This payday, employees from the
sheriff’s office, other than detention
officers who have been receiving step
raises over the last three years, will
see an increase on their January
paycheck.

Mrs. Bassett received a blow to her

investigation when, after having made no
reply to repeated requests for an
investigation into the allegations about the
Tulsa County Sheriff and the county jail, the
state attorney general finally replied to her
charges on Tuesday, August 9, 1927.  State
Attorney General Edwin Dabney stated,
“The federal court has taken jurisdiction in
the case and has all the evidence we have
before us,” said Dabney.  “We will have a
representative at the trial and hear both
sides and will then decide whether to act.”
(Tulsa Tribune, August 9, 1927)

Dabney would later comment that if
Sheriff Sanford was convicted in federal
court there would be no need to institute
ouster proceedings against him.  The
conviction would automatically remove
him from office.  And Dabney, like County
Attorney Kirkpatrick, placed very little
credibility in Mrs. Bassett’s affidavits since
they were ‘procured from criminals’.  With
this last upset, the governor would be Mrs.
Bassett’s last hope for an ouster.  The
governor’s office would never respond to
Mrs. Bassett’s request.

The day finally came on Monday,
October 24, 1927.  After defense attorneys
failed in their attempts to have the
indictments thrown out for alleged
improper federal proceedings in the
selection of the grand jury, the long awaited
federal trial for Tulsa’s Chief of Police Rees
Moran and Tulsa County Sheriff Bob
Sanford, both charged with liquor
violations, began.  Sheriff Sanford faced an
additional indictment for allowing a federal
prisoner to escape from the county jail.  One
of the witnesses, former jailer George
Stewart, had received an eight-month
sentence and a $150 fine for possession of a
gallon of liquor in previous proceedings of
the federal court.  Things didn’t look good
for the Chief and Sheriff.

Chief Rees Moran was up first.  Two
witnesses claimed they had accompanied
Chief Moran on an out-of-county hunting
trip in December of 1925 to the Grand River.

The claim was made that four bottles of
liquor had been seen on the chief’s desk at
his office before the trio loaded into the car
for the trip.  Accusations were made that the
chief had taken a drink while in route to the
Grand River.  Another accusation was made
that all three individuals, including Chief
Moran, had drank from a bottle of liquor
while at a pumping station near the Grand
River.

Chief Moran did admit to taking one
drink of liquor, but denied it was while in
the car.  He also stated that he had not
brought the liquor, one of the witnesses had.
Apparently, the jury believed his story. On
Tuesday, October 25, 1927, it took only 14
minutes for them to arrive at a verdict for
acquittal.  Things started to look better;
Sheriff Sanford was up next.

The sheriff’s trial would bring out
“sensational plots” of a conspiracy to oust
him as county sheriff.  These plots would
involve officers of the Tulsa County
Highway Patrol and a local businessman.
The story starts with an alleged “liquor
party” held at the sheriff’s office.  It was
alleged that the sheriff, several of his
deputies and members of the county
highway patrol “got pretty full” on liquor
during this party.

Onus Briggs, a Sergeant on the Tulsa
County Highway Patrol, was called as the
first witness.  Patrolman Briggs, wearing his
county highway patrol uniform, stated he

had lived in Tulsa for 14 years and had
worked for the county highway patrol for
five years.  Briggs had testified just last year
in another sensational federal grand jury
trial in Tulsa.  County Commissioner J.S.
Shaver had been indicted for drinking
confiscated liquor in the county highway
patrol office with the captain of the patrol.
I’m sure everyone thought this trial would
bring similar results.

Sergeant Briggs testified that on Labor
Day, September 7, 1925, he had attended a
party held at the sheriff’s office.  Briggs had
left the basement office of the highway
patrol in the courthouse and went to the
first floor private office of Sheriff Bob
Sanford.
